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SCIENTIFIC ABSTRACT

The Scientific Abstract should include: 

· A short introductory paragraph indicating the background and overall topic(s) addressed by the research project
· The central hypothesis or questions to be addressed in the project.

· A listing of the Specific Aims or objectives in the research plan

· The major research methods and approaches used to address the Specific Aims

· A brief statement of the impact that the project will have on breast cancer.
The Scientific Abstract is used by the BCRP in assigning reviewers to the application, in the peer review, and by the advisory Council in the Programmatic Review. Provide the critical information that will integrate the research topic, its relevance to breast cancer, the specific aims, the methodology, and the direction of the research in a manner that will allow a scientist to extract the maximum level of information in the space allotted.  Focus on the key elements included in the review criteria for the particular award type.  Emphasize the unique, innovative, and exciting approaches and goals of the project.   Make the abstract understandable without a need to reference the detailed research plan.

Limit the abstract to the boxed area using a font no smaller than 11 point.
